Notes from my Pandemic Staycation 

From Sharon Campbell 

Like so many of us, I was aware of the SARS virus in China 
and some other places too , but I didn’t think of it as an 
American problem.  March 10th I went to my usual SMART 
( Start Making a Reader Today) session to read to my two 
kinders when our site coordinator informed us that this was 
our last session.  They were closing down the program be-
cause of the risks of infection.  We were in disbelief. And 
then they closed the schools! 

March 11th I went into voluntary self-quarantine,  over two 
months ago now. I tick off the days on a sticky note on the 
cabinet. I made a list of things I like to do in case I can’t 
think of anything, another sticky note. Bread baking topped 
off the list until I discovered that flour and yeast were not to 
be found, in store or online.  So I worked on a warp and fin-
ished the books I had started. A couple of weeks went by 
when my husband, our shopper, found a 25 –pound bag of 
bleached white flour at Costco.  Buy it I said. It might be like 
toilet paper.  A week later he found bread flour and yeast at 
Newport Market and I was on a roll, baking bread once a 
week.

Steve Pedersen : Honey-do List and More                                                                                                                 

   This Quarantine is helping me with my Honey Do List but it hasn’t helped with my weaving yet.  

This is what I did for my loom room which I hope will make it easier to weave.  I decided to try a 

French cleat system.  I put horizontal 3/4 “ Baltic birch plywood with a 45 degree bevel on the top 

going into the wall.  This lets you hang whatever you want wherever you want and rearrange at any 

time by just moving things around. I made a bracket to hang the extra reeds and shafts, both table 

looms and their folding tables, some shelves, and a “desk” beside my loom.  I’m not done because 

I ran out of materials.  The wide space behind my loom will have some hangers to display things we 

have woven.  I am also restoring a 1967 handmade Norwegian counterbalance loom given to us by 

a friend. Most of the parts are there but I need to make a few things before I can put it together.  It 

won’t hang on the wall so I don’t know where it will go.  I’m building a folding table for a friend’s 

new Ashford table loom and still working on other honey do’s.

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What I Did on my Pandemic Staycation

Once upon a time there was a new decade emerging, 2020.  It started off well enough, not too much snow 

or bad winter weather, and the promise of an early spring.  We watched the news with little heed to what 

was coming at us across the Pacific and the Atlantic Oceans, the pandemic was closing in.  By March, New 

York was reeling; we still thought it could be contained.  By the end of March we were all staying home, 

fearful of what this new disease would do to our families, city, state, and country.  Now we know, at least 

some of it.  The economic damage may take years to repair.  Now over 96,000 lives lost in the US alone, over 

335,000 around the world.  Such a sad and frightening start to the new decade after all.  Who could have 

imagined a year ago that we would be afraid to go to the grocery store, see people buying up ridiculous 

amounts of toilet paper and food, and watch as our city, state, and country came to a standstill; all except 

our hospitals and first responders.  This is the backdrop of the spring of 2020. 

Scared out of my wits for all of us old folks, especially my 97 year old mother, I tried not to watch too much 

news.  There was a call for face masks, I made some for us and then there were thousands donated to medi-

cal facilities, so I quit making masks. 

I wove like a fiend for about a month, 4 warps in 4 weeks on one loom.  A complicated fine thread project on 

another loom and wound warps at the speed of light. 

Knitted in the evenings; finished several shawls; the back of a sweater that is too big and needs to be ripped 

out; went thru the yarn closets and organized new projects.  Piled them up on the desk, cabinets, and in the 

bathroom upstairs! 

Then I hit a wall, uninspired, lethargic, angry, cranky, hair too long, nails coming off and too long, no place to 

go, no fun to be had.  I got out my bags of fabric and started sewing since the sewing machine was still up on 

the dining room table from making masks . . . sewed 2 small scene panel quilts, and got going on the pan-

demic placemats.  Still going with the pandemic placemats, now down to using scraps and piecing them, 

front and back.  Using all those little bits of fabric cut off from the first 2 dozen placemats, turning leftovers 

into usable quilted placemats to be under dinner plates, a potted plant, a fish bowl, a candle, a vase of flow-

ers.  At last count there were 33. . . . 

We don’t know what the next chapter of this story will be; I just hope it won’t involve a virus.

Janis Thompson Eco-Print Dye Workshop – 1 Day 

Mon. 9/14/20 – 9-4, 1 hr. lunch 

 

Bundle, Steam, Print!  Experience the wonders of printing on cloth with leaves, flowers, twigs and other natural dye tidbits.  We 
will dye our base cloth with color first, then place leaves & flowers here and there, sprinkle on some wood shavings and a few 
other dye stuffs before rolling up, binding tightly & steaming to produce beautiful Botanical Prints.  You can print on Proteins and 
Cellulose & leather.   

Instruction will include Mordanting, Reactive Blankets, Tips for printing & Use of the Instant Indigo pot. Each student leaves with 
Instructions and one 14 X 72” Silk Scarf and the cotton carrier cloth used. 

Students may bring ONE item from home to print during class, such as a blouse or pillowcase. 

Must be natural fibers and be thoroughly washed before class. Smooth surfaces print best. 

Wool, Silk, Cotton, Linen, Hemp, etc.  Great way to Up-Cycle thrift store finds. 

Janis has published a book on this process.  Bundle, Steam, Print!

Janis Thompson Spinning Structure Workshop – 1 Day 

Tue. 9/15/20 – 9-4, 1 hr. lunch 

 

Hand Spinning STRUCTURE class:  Now that you’ve got the basic 2 ply yarn under your belt, learn how to adjust your spinning 
wheel and yourself to create intentional yarn structures like.... 

Moguls: Thick & Thin, low twist wool yarn with a tiny binder thread. (Could be metallic?) 

Boucles:  Wool & Silk Roving Blends spun hard & pushed up on a binder to make fabulous loopy yarn.  You don’t need to make 
hundreds of yards, just a few will make a wonderful stripe in a project like a throw, vest or on the edge of a project.  These are 
the precious few yards you will treasure! 
Crochet Ply:  aka: Navajo ply, highly energized singles made into 3 ply for sock or knitting that requires good stitch definition like 
a Gansey or Aran type sweater or project. 

PluckyFluff:  Luxurious Kid Mohair locks plucked into a beautiful halo yarn. 

Playing with Ply’s:  Play with cone yarns to make Knoops and garneted specialty yarns that you can later use your own yarns to 
create.  This is really FUN! 

This class will help you understand why you have more than ONE whorl and how to use them to create yarn structures that WIN 
the day!  Or as I like to say: Make the Wheel do the Work! 

We will experiment with your tensioning, treadling speed and drafting styles to fine tune your skills into shape.  This class re-
quires a basic knowledge of the wheel and students need to be confidently keeping the wheel turning.  Students will be supplied 
all materials used in class.  We will play with a variety of fibers and use several fiber prepping methods. 

Bring to class:  Spinning Wheel in good working condition, extra bobbins, kate, scissors, oil,  

Kniddy Knoddy, if you have one and anything else you need to spin, like a cushion or your favorite chair. Bring a ball winder if 
you have one too.  Instructor will supply hand outs and note taking journal.

And number 2, how sampling yields criti-

cal information regarding sett, color, shrinkage rates, weave structure, and finishing options. 

 

Go Figure! Do you ever …wonder (or panic!) that you won't have enough yarn to finish a project? …cross your fingers 

in hopes the warp will be long enough after washing? …buy extra thread "just to be sure" you have enough? Take the 

uncertainty out of determining warp and weft requirements. In this 1½ hour workshop you will learn how to calculate 

and allow for take-up, shrinkage allowance, loom waste, pattern repeats, and fringe requirements.
